“THE EFFECT OF STASIS ON A MICROVASCULAR
ANASTOMOSIS”

Occasionally during the course of a microvascular procedure
itis necessary to interrupt the flow across a freshly repaired
vessel. The effect of a static column of blood in contact with
the anastomosis is not currently available in the literature.
In an experiment using Sprague-Dawley rats both arteries
and veins were repaired in separate groups and subjected to
varying periods of occlusion. It was found from this first
phase that brief periods of occlusion did not induce throm-
bosis, but more prolonged periods of occlusion (60 minutes)
produced a significant rate of thrombosis. The experiment
was then repeated using prior administration of systemic
heparin.

Twenth-one patients underwent twenty-two reconstructive
procedures with composite donor tissue of a variety of
histological types. The ages varied from four to nineteen
years with an average age of 10.6 years. Eight patients
(38.1%) were nine years old or less. Five procedires were
performed in the head and neck, three on the upper
extremity, two on the genitalia; and twelve on the lower
extremity. There was only failure in the series (4.5%), a
vascularized groin flap in a fifteen year old girl. All of the
other transplanted tissue survived completely.

We demonstrate the efficacy of our approach to tumors in
inaccessible locations in the head and neck. We have
treated one patient with a large carcinoma of the posterior
pharynx and provided access for two patients with chor-
domas at the base of the skull. By splitting the hard and soft
palate, the tongue, or the mandible we gained easy access to
these lesions. Cleaving these structures in the midline
provides not only easy access to an operative field from the
base of the skull to the level of the fourth cervical vertebrae
but leaves relatively little residual cosmetic deformity.

“LASER ROLE IN TREATMENT OF HYPERTROPHIC
AND KELOID SCARS”

Preliminary data on the use of the Argon Laser in treatment
of hypertrophic and keloid scars indicate that it may be
useful in eliminating many of the paresthesias accom-
panying these scars and accelerating the softening of the
scars. Extremely high powered density levels are necessary
to achieve results. A 0.2 mm spot size with one-half second
to one second duration has been used with the impact
points being separated by approximately 2 or 3 mm of
normal tissue. While the exact mechanism of action is not
fully understood, it is thought to be due to a direct reduction
of blood supply in the lasered area.

“SHORT FACES AND LONG FACES: ADDITION AND

An aesthetically pleasing face cannot be obtained unless
there is a harmonious relationship between the upper,
middle and lower thirds of the face. The terms “short-face
syndrome” and “long-face syndrome” are used to describe
gross aberrations from the acceptable norms which have
been well known since the times of DaVinci and Durer.

Patients will be presented in whom the middle and lower
thirds of the face were lengthened by Le Fort I osteotomy
and mandibular symphyseal osteotomy with interpositional
bone grafts or shortened by Le Fort I and mandibular
symphyseal osteotomies with ostectomy.

Two cases of serious alligator attack and injuries are
described.
