The Argon and COa lasers have had limited success in
the treatrnent of cutaneous vascular lesions Results
have been unsatisfactory because of tncomplete
destruction of vascular lesion and excess damage to
surrounding normal tissues The development of the
tunable dye laser and variable wavelength has made
possible the use ofphotosensitizlng dyes (Rutheniurn
methylene blue, indocyanine green HPD, etc) to
enhance the selectivity of the laser for closing blood
vessels and yet notharming normal skin- The agents
are given intravenously and then are irradiated at
their specilic wavelength to induce a photochemical
reaction in the blood vessels. This study compares the
histologic changes in sensitized and nonsensitized
blood vessels in rabbits following lrradiation with
tunable dye laser.
