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The phallus must be released, chordee treated, tunica
clongated or rotated, and the penis elongated by
detachment from the public bone. A new operation,
paired ingunial groin flaps will allow normal hair dis-
tribution an correction of all associated problems. The
techniques and results in over 50 cases will be
presented.

THE THORACIC POLICEMAN: INDICATIONS FOR

The omentum has been called the “abdominal police-
man” for its ability to isolate and control various
processes. Its use in recomnstructive surgery as a
pedicle or free tissue transfer has grown recently. The
omentum as a pedicle flap can be effective in the
management of thoracic problems including exposed
vascular grafts, chronic sternal osteomyelitis,broncho-
pleural fistula, empyema, osteoradionecrosis, and
elective reconstruction. Selected cases are presented.
The omentum can function as a “thoracic policeman”
in selected problems in the thoracic area.

We began subpectoral cosmetic augmentation and
noted anecdotally that projection improved as
time went by. In studying the anatomy of the medial
and lateral pectoral nerves. We concluded that one
performs a partial neurectomy of the pectoralis
mayjor for this dissection.
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When the general surgeon performs a modified
radial mastectomy and removes the pect minor, he
also automatically partially deinnervates the pect
major. Ifhe also gets the lateral pectoral nerve, the
pectoralis major is almost completely deinnervated
making satisfactory reconstruction more difficult.
The anatomy of the two pectoral nerves is described
and discussed as well as their significance in breast

surgery.

SOFT TISSUE EXPANSION IN PEDIATRIC
RECONSTRUCTION

A group of reconstructive problems encountered most
frequently or exclusively in the pediatric age group
was treated by soft tissue expansion. These pediatric
problems included congential hairy nevi, traumatic
alopecia, conjoined twinning (thoracopagus), micro-
tia and burn scars. Twenty five patients treated with
over fifty expanders were studied. Experience with
expansion in dealing with the problems was highly
favorable. Patients tolerated the procedure well and
the youthful skin accomodated even massive expan-
sion. The overall major complication rate was fifteen
percent but was diminishing as the study progressed
due to technical refinements.

Clinical cases will demonstrate that skin expansion is
the treatment of choice in the treatment of traumatic
alopecia and in provision of skin coverage in conjoined
twinning. A growing role in the management of the
congenital hairy nevus, microtia and pediatric burn
reconstruction will be illustrated. Complications and
their avoidance will be discussed.

SQUAMOUS CELL CARCINOMA OF THE LIP

Squamous cell carcinoma of the lip is the most
common malignancy of the oral cavity. Prognosis is
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generally excellent for small lesions with surgical
treatment or radiation treatment. Poor prognosis is
related to original tumor size, location, local recur-
rence, histological grade, and cervical metastasis.

Aggressive surgical treatment is recommended for
identifiable poor prognostic lesions and includes sur-
gical excision, suprahyoid neck dissection and
possible radical neck dissection.

The University of South Florida experience with 117
cases of squamous cell carcinoma of the lip is re-
viewed and an excisional and reconstructive treat-
ment plan is outlined.

The current status of the electronic hardware and
software technology has produced opportunity in data
handling in medicine. Inexpensive equipment, both
hardware and software, is available to significantly
improve the quality of the practice of plastic surgery;
however widespread use of this functionality by
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plastic surgeons has notbeen observed due to the lack
of a standard of data collections.

A consensus of the several disease/operations which
should be studied has not been reached.

The minimal amount of data collection of to give
meaningful analysis has not been agreed upon.

If plastic surgeons can agree upon a standard set of
data collection for several medical problems of
mutual interest, the benefits to both patient and
understanding of the pathologic process can be
dramatically improved.

The authors suggest a series of standard data col-
lection sets for plastic surgery and provide analysis of
the possibilities the data may suggest displayed in
graphic output.
